Cedefop’s European VET Teachers Survey (EVTS): In support of VET teachers

In a context of rapidly changing labour markets, keeping pace with increasing needs of inclusive, digital and green societies hinges on VET teachers’ continuing professional development (CPD). 
The central role of VET teachers is well recognised in key EU policy and Cedefop documents and is a cornerstone of the enhanced European cooperation in VET. Even though VET teachers’ CPD has been at the forefront of the EU policy discourse in recent years, comparative information at EU level has remained scarce.
To better understand what drives (or not) teachers’ CPD and its effectiveness in improving their teaching, and to support policy making with internationally comparable statistics, Cedefop has launched the EVTS. The EVTS is an integral part of Cedefop’s work programme and programming document 2023-25, as adopted by the Management Board.
What is the EVTS?

[bookmark: _Hlk75520451]The main aim of the EVTS is to provide new evidence on the opportunities, experiences, challenges and contextual factors affecting the CPD of representative samples of teachers working in initial VET schools at ISCED level 3 in EU Member States. It will investigate VET teachers’ participation in different CPD activities and explore how it varies among them, depending on their personal, teaching- and other school-related factors. The survey will provide in-depth insights into relevant supporting and impeding factors affecting VET teachers’ CPD and its potential to improve their skills and teaching performance.  
The EVTS data and evidence will contribute to Cedefop’s and the wider policy community’s ambition to realise the EU goals for an inclusive, digital and green transition and to accomplish its related skills and VET policy objectives. It will build on the long-standing know-how and expertise of Cedefop in carrying out European VET, skills and learning surveys.
The survey preparation and testing will take place during 2024 to first half of 2025. The mainstage data collection/fieldwork is planned for the academic year 2025-2026. 
How do countries become part of the EVTS?

Cedefop has committed resources to carry out the EVTS in all EU27 Member States. A rigorous feasibility study carried out in 2020-22 revealed however that the implementation of a (sample-based) survey in VET schools hinges on prior approval by the concerned national or regional authorities in many Member States. Early confirmation of your country’s interest to be part of the EVTS will facilitate the survey’s successful preparation and fieldwork in your country.
